BIRTH CERTIFICATE ACCURACY ACT

An Act relating to vital records; requiring medical accuracy in the recording of biological sex
at birth.

Section 1. Purpose and Findings

1. A birth certificate is a medical and legal record.

2. The State has a compelling interest in ensuring accuracy, objectivity, and consistency in
vital records.

3. The purpose of this Act is to ensure biological sex is recorded based on medical fact, not
preference.

Section 2. Definitions

“Biological sex” means sex determined at birth based on sex chromosomes (XX or XY) and
observable reproductive anatomy. Biological sex shall not be based on gender identity or
parental preference.

Section 3. Physician-Only Completion

A birth certificate shall be completed exclusively by the attending physician or licensed
medical provider present at birth. No parent, guardian, or third party may influence or
direct the sex designation.

Section 4. Objective Medical Determination

The physician shall record biological sex based solely on XX or XY chromosomes and
reproductive anatomy present at birth.

Section 5. Printing and Public Record

Upon completion, the birth certificate shall be printed, certified, and entered into the State’s
official vital records system as a permanent public record, subject to standard privacy
protections.

Section 6. Limited Corrections
A birth certificate may be amended only to correct a documented medical or clerical error.
No amendment shall be permitted for identity or preference-based reasons.

Section 7. Severability and Effective Date

If any provision of this Act is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the remaining
provisions. This Act shall take effect on a date determined by the Legislature.
